1. Explore how science has evolved over time and continues to change as new evidence is found.

3. Apply scientific processes and tools, including experimental design, to investigate questions, make inferences, draw conclusions based on observations, and communicate their findings.
4. Evaluate the relationship between science, society, and technology to make informed decisions.

5. Demonstrate an understanding of the forms, properties, changes, and interactions of matter and energy.

6. Demonstrate an understanding of the structure and systems of the earth, the universe, and their interactions.

7. Demonstrate an understanding of the characteristics and processes of living things and their interactions with their environment.

8. Demonstrate an understanding of structure and function of the body and how lifestyle choices impact their personal health and environment.
9. Identify, investigate, and evaluate environmental problems and issues, including those specifically concerning the Kickapoo watershed, and develop decision-making and citizen action skills based on findings.
