REGULAR BOARD MEETING

DECEMBER 15, 2011

Upon obtaining verification that the meeting had been properly noticed Board President Mary Kuhn called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Board members present included Mike Bedessem, Aaron Fortney, Mary Kuhn, Miguel Morga, Terry O’Donnell, Judy Powell and Tina Volden.  Also present were Administrator Dan Davies, Principal Brandon Munson, Special Education Director Pat Wenske, the local press, staff and citizens.  

The board recognized Jim and Allison Showen for their generous donation of a new school sign that is placed at the intersection of Highway 131 and County Road X.  

Old Business

After the second reading of Policy 420 on School Admissions, a motion was made by Morga, seconded by Volden, to adopt the policy on School Admissions as presented.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Fortney, seconded by O’Donnell, to approve updating the change in Policy 691 Disposal of School Property to change the value of property to be disposed of from $500 to $1500, as was approved at the school district annual meeting.  Motion carried. 

New Business

A discussion was held regarding the need for a Weapons Policy with the new law regarding “concealed carry of weapons”.  Superintendent Davies recommended that the Policy Committee review this policy along with other policies being review by NEOLA, Inc.  The board agreed to follow the recommendation of Dr. Davies and there was no action was taken.

A motion was made by Fortney, seconded by Volden, to move the date of the regular board meeting in January to Wednesday, January 25, 2012.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Morga, seconded by Volden, to approve the Course Offerings Handbook for 2012-2013 school year as presented.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Powell, seconded by Fortney, to approve the contract with Bernie Buchner for backflow preventer inspection.  Motion carried.
Minutes

The minutes of the November 17, 2011, Regular Board Meeting, including executive session, were approved as presented.
Treasurer’s Report and Voucher’s Payable Listing
The board reviewed the disbursements listings of $459,683.27 including the December 5 and December 20 payrolls and the payables at this meeting of $116,350.95.  The Treasurer’s Report and Statement of Extra-Curricular Accounts were approved as presented without objection.
Public Input
During this time Tamara Friar voiced her support for the hiring of Melany Jelinek as an paraprofessional, special education classroom aide.  

Administration Reports

Elementary/Jr. High Principal reported on the Holiday Concerts being held, a recent conference he attended regarding scheduling, and other activities in the elementary and Jr. High classrooms.

Director of Special Education Patricia Wenske distributed information on what future tests are being looked at to replace the WKCE testing.  Mrs. Wenske reported on the number of students being served by the Special Education Department.  

Superintendent/9-12 Principal Dan Davies reported on a $2000 grant award from Healthier America – Chef’s Move Initiative to the Food Service Department.  The upcoming school board convention in Milwaukee in January was discussed.  Dr. Davies informed the board that Donna Starkey was instrumental in the finalizing the purchase of the netbooks and requiring Verizon to honor their initial agreement.  After much discussion with Verizon they did agree to honor their initial agreement and allow the district to purchase the netbooks.

Dr. Davies presented a letter from Mr. Ghormely regarding the allowing of home-schooled students to participate in school plays and musicals.  

Communication/Correspondents Report

Tina Volden read a letter from John Gibbs regarding an article he sent about schools adding Ag programs.

Executive Closed Session

A motion was made by Volden, seconded by O’Donnell, at 8:30 p.m., to go into Executive Closed Session under Sec. 19.85(1)(c) Wis. Stats. concerning employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the government body had jurisdiction or exercises responsibility for the purpose of: Coaching & Co-Curricular/Extra Curricular; Special Education Paraprofessional Position Recommendation and 2011-12 District Administrator, Principal and Psychologist Contracts.  Motion carried.

The Board reconvened to Open Session.  There was no action necessary on the coaching & co-curricular/extra-curricular item.  
A motion was made by Powell, seconded by Volden, to approve the hiring of Melany Jelinek as Special Education Paraprofessional.  Motion carried, with Fortney abstaining.

There being no further business to come before the board, a motion was made by Powell, seconded by O’Donnell, to adjourn the meeting at 10:25 p.m.  Motion carried.
